Globalization and culture

Culture is a dynamic force for change rather than a rigid set of forms or parameters that must be strictly adhered to.

As the World Commission on Culture and Development (WCCD) noted, a society’s culture is neither static nor unchanging
but rather is in a constant state of flux, influencing and being influenced by other world-views and expressive forms.
The current era of globalization, with its unprecedented acceleration and intensification in the global flows of capital,
labour, and information, is having a homogenizing influence on local culture. While this phenomenon promotes the
integration of societies and has provided millions of people with new opportunities, it may also bring with it a loss of
uniqueness of local culture, which in turn can lead to loss of identity, exclusion and even conflict. This is especially true for
traditional societies and communities, which are exposed to rapid ‘modernisation’ based on models imported from outside
and not adapted to their context.

Balancing the benefits of integrating into a globalized world against protecting the uniqueness of local culture
requires a careful approach. Placing culture at the heart of development policies does not mean to confine and fix it in a
conservative way, but on the contrary to invest in the potential of local resources, knowledge, skills and materials to foster
creativity and sustainable progress. Recognition and respect for the diversity of cultures also creates the conditions for
mutual understanding, dialogue and peace.

Anthropology

Anthropology is the study of humanity. It has origins in the humanities, the natural sciences, and the social sciences.
The term "anthropology" is from the Greek anthropos , "man", understood to mean mankind or humanity, and -logia
"discourse™ or "study", and was first used in 1501 by German philosopher Magnus Hundt.

Anthropology's basic concerns are "What defines human life and origins?", "How are social relations among humans
organized?", "Who are the ancestors of modern Homo sapiens?"”, "What are humans' physical traits?", *"How do humans
behave?", "Why are there variations among different groups of humans?", "How has the evolutionary past of Homo sapiens
influenced its social organization and culture?" and so forth.

In the United States, contemporary anthropology is typically divided into four sub-fields: cultural anthropology also
known as socio-cultural anthropology, archaeology, linguistic anthropology, and physical (or biological) anthropology. The
four-field approach to anthropology is reflected in many American undergraduate textbooks and anthropology programs. At
universities in the United Kingdom, and much of Europe, these "sub-fields" are frequently housed in separate departments
and are seen as distinct disciplines - with the field corresponding to American socio-cultural anthropology being simply
anthropology.

The social and cultural sub-field has been heavily influenced by structuralist and post-modern theories, as well as a shift
toward the analysis of modern societies. During the 1970s and 1990s, there was an epistemological shift away from the
positivist traditions that had largely informed the discipline. During this shift, enduring questions about the nature and
production of knowledge came to occupy a central place in cultural and social anthropology. In contrast, archaeology and
biological anthropology remained largely positivist. Due to this difference in epistemology, anthropology as a discipline has
lacked cohesion over the last several decades.

Ethnicity

The terms ethnicity and ethnic group are derived from the Greek word ethnos, normally translated as "nation". The
terms refer currently to people thought to have common ancestry who share a distinctive culture.

Herodotus is the first who stated the main characteristics of ethnicity in the 5th century BCE, with his famous account
of what defines Greek identity, where he lists kinship, language, cults and customs.

The term "ethnic" and related forms from the 14th through the middle of the 19th century CE were used in English in
the meaning of "pagan, heathen", as ethnikos was used as the translation of Hebrew goyim "the nations, non-Hebrews, non-
Jews".

The modern meaning emerged in the mid 19th century and expresses the notion of "a people” or "a nation". The term
ethnicity is of 20th century coinage, attested from the 1950s. The term nationality depending on context may either be used
synonymously with ethnicity, or synonymously with citizenship (in a sovereign state).

The modern usage of "ethnic group" further came to reflect the different kinds of encounters industrialised states have
had with external groups, such as immigrants and indigenous peoples; "ethnic" thus came to stand in opposition to "national”,
to refer to people with distinct cultural identities who, through migration or conquest, had become subject to a state or
"nation" with a different cultural mainstream. — with the first usage of the term ethnic group in 1935, and entering the
Oxford English Dictionary in 1972.

Writing about the usage of the term "ethnic" in the ordinary language of Great Britain and the United States, in 1977
Wallman noted that the term ‘ethnic' popularly connotes '[race]' in Britain, only less precisely, and with a lighter value load.
In North America, by contrast, '[race]’ most commonly means color, and 'ethnics' are the descendents of relatively recent
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immigrants from non-English-speaking countries. '[Ethnic]' is not a noun in Britain. In effect there are no ‘ethnics'’; there are

only ‘ethnic relations'.

Thus, in today's everyday language, the words "ethnic" and "ethnicity" still have a ring of exotic peoples, minority
issues and race relations.

Intercultural communication

Intercultural communication is a form of global communication. It is used to describe the wide range of
communication problems that naturally appear within an organization made up of individuals from different religious, social,
ethnic, and educational backgrounds. Intercultural communication is sometimes used synonymously with cross-cultural
communication. In this sense it seeks to understand how people from different countries and cultures act, communicate and
perceive the world around them. As a separate notion, it studies situations where people from different cultural backgrounds
interact. Aside from language, intercultural communication focuses on social attributes, thought patterns, and the cultures of
different groups of people. It also involves understanding the different cultures, languages and customs of people from other
countries. Intercultural communication plays a role in anthropology, cultural studies, linguistics, psychology and
communication studies. Intercultural communication is also referred to as the base for international businesses. There are
several cross cultural service providers around who can assist with the development of intercultural communication skills.
Research is a major part of the development of intercultural communication skills.

Intercultural Communicative Competence has been said to combine three components:

knowledge (= information necessary to interact appropriately and effectively).

motivation (e.g. positive affect toward the other culture, empathy).

skills (= behavior necessary to interact appropriately and effectively).

To understand intercultural communication, one must first look at the cultural proclivities of each interlocutor;
investigate and learn about both cultures before attempting to explain outcomes. It is important to understand cultural
proclivities, beliefs, motives, values, and the like of each person involved in an intercultural dyad. The theory of dimensional
accrual and dissociation offers analytical support for understanding individuals as cultural repositories who come into contact
with out-group members. DAD helps explain and predict outcomes based on cultural predispositions such as perceptions of
space and time and emotional involvement and how such predispositions effect how people interpret their encounters and
how they communicate. A useful approach is Eric Kramer's theory of Dimensional Accrual and Dissociation. Kramer's
theory of Dimensional Accrual and Dissociation (DAD) utilizes concepts from several scholars, most notably Jean Gebser
and Lewis Mumford, to synthesize an explanation of widely observed cultural expressions and differences along a Neo-
Kantian manifold of spatial and temporal variance similar to the work of Edmund Husserl, Maurice Merleau-Ponty, J. T.
Faser, Sigfried Giedion, James Gibson, Maurice Grosser, Edmund Carpenter, Edward T. Hall, Walter Ong, James Carey,
Robert Levine, and others but with many updates and additions. Most importantly, Kramer's DAD theory emphasizes how
various cultures communicate in generalized terms from idolic to symbolic to signalic communication styles that helps
explain intercultural differences that influence intercultural and inter-ethnic relations as well as acculturation processes. The
DAD theory stresses however that dimensional accrual is simply an additive process of dimensions. It does not presuppose a
linear metaphysic nor the ethnocentric concept of "progress™ which is presumed in some theories of acculturation claiming
for example, that intercultural adaptation moves in an "upward-forward™ manner toward the singular and final goal of total
assimilation.
