- Hi, ’'m Chris and I am from Germany.

= Oh, nice! I'm from Russia, a cold siberian city Novosibirsk. My name is Masha, by the way. Nice to meet you, guys! it's really
hot here, isn't it? i'm nearly dying.

- Yeah, it’s scorching. I’ve just heard on the radio the temperature may rise to S0C in the afternoon.

- What? That’s insane! I can’t stand such a boiling weather. I’'m simply melting.

- Well, It wouldn’t be very nice. So Masha, is it true that in winter it's very cold in Russia?

- Hmm, actually it is. But there is a global belief in the world that Russian climate is frosty and cold. However, not everyone is
aware that due to its vast area Russia has versatile and changeable weather. Much of the European plain is exposed to mild weather,

- And what about the northern regions?

- Well, in northern regions the weather is rather cold. People living there suffer from severe winters and lack of summers. There
are places where temperature in January falls far below 50 degrees. Generally, it’s very cold in the place where i come from. So i
came here to enjoy sunny weather and sunshine. And do you have harsh winters in your region?

- Oh my God! below 50 degrees! | thought it was impossible! my country has a continental climate, so it’s warm enough in
winter. The weather is sunny and frosty with a bit of snow. Maximum snowfall occurs over the northwest coast and in the mountain
areas. The temperature in winter ranges from -9 to +3 degrees. Frequently the weather is cloudless, clear, and dry, except for the
southwestern region of the peninsula.

- Oh, no. In Germany, winter begins in November. During winter, snowfalls in Germany are quite frequent, though generally not
abundant.

20C and, generally, its a great time to visit Berlin. Be sure to pack a warm sweater and an umbrella just in case.

- Oh, it seems that German weather is quite similar to the Russian weather — it’s also very changeable, Spring can be guite
unsettled, sometimes low pressure systems can bring frequent rain or snowfall and strong winds.

- You are right! But overall it gets warmer day by day. The sun becomes hotter and brighter. The days grow longer, the snow
and ice gradually melt away. Spring comes, and nature awakens after its winter sleep. The air is fresh, the sky is blue and cloudless.
All kinds of plants and flowers appear.

- Oh, it’s beautiful!

- Yeah, the ground is covered with bright-green grass; the trees are in full blossom. Farmers get ready to plough their fields. But
still its pretty chilly in April which lasts until May. May is usually warm but rainy. And what about Korea?
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- Well, spring is the most beautiful time of the year in Korea. During the spring, which falls between April and June, the country
is painted pink by the abundant cherry blossoms that decorate South Korea’s green spaces. Cherries, parks and gardens become
emerald green, drown in colorful and bright colors. Many residents as well as tourists come to the parks to admire this beauty. The
weather during this season is the least likely to be inclement, making it one of the most popular times of the year to visit South Korea.
Spring here is warm, dry, clear and sunny, with much less precipitation than in summer and the average temperature is +15, +20 C.

Zabivaka
takes its name from the Russian for “one who scores”. This cute wolf character comes adorned in blue, white and red — the colors of
the Russian national football team.

A few words about the Emblem and style of the 2018 World Cup

The 2018 FIFA World Cup has a very recognizable identity. Russian cosmonauts presented the emblem of the Championship
directly with the ISS, and in the evening of the same day it was projected onto the facade of the Bolshoi Theater. The main idea of the
image of the Russian Championship was the theme of dreams and space exploration, supplemented by folklore motifs with firebirds,
matryoshkas and folk patterns.

(slide 6, 7)

As for the STADIUMS 1 can say that two biggest stadiums in Russia, Saint Petersburg Stadium and Moscow’s Luzhniki
Stadium, will both play host seven matches each. Luzhniki Stadium boasts an impressive capacity of 81,000 spectators, while Saint
Petersburg Station offers a capacity in excess of 68,000 spectators. The Cosmo Arena in Samara, the Kazan Arena and Nizhny
Novgorod Stadium will all see their newly finished facilities put to use, with six matches played at each. The Fisht Olympic Stadium
in Sochi will also play host to six matches. Kaliningrad Stadium, another newly built stadium, will host four individual matches, as
will the Mordovia Arena in Saransk. The Volgograd Arena and Yekaterinburg’s Central Stadium will both also host four matches,
with both venues having seen major renovations for the occasion.

Now I’d like to give you a few tips.

What is necessary not to forget?

For the passage to the match of the FIFA 2018 World Cup in Russia, you need to bring with you: A valid ticket for a game
purchased via FIFA.com/bilet. Passport fan (FAN ID) which you can order on the site www.fan-id.ru. Passport fan is a card with a
photo and the name of the fan.

(slide 9) What should I leave at home?

Along with obvious taboos, such as explosives, weapons, ammunition, knives, drugs, flares and firecrackers, flammable
substances, other items are also banned. For example, umbrellas longer than 25 cm in closed condition, rollers, skateboards and
scooters, folding chairs.

How to get there?

Free travel to the World Cup 2018 is not only an opportunity to get to the city where the tournament matches will be held. In a
special train you can relax comfortably, use free Wi-Fi, and have a snack in the dining car. You can also use free shuttle buses. Study
the scheme of the movement of shuttles and then choose those that stop closer to your destination.

Where can | ask for help?

Most of the questions will be solved by the volunteers of the World Cup. These are volunteers who assist in conducting a
tournament in 20 directions. Finding volunteers is easy - they will be dressed in bright uniforms. Also there will be many physicians,
whose skills, training and equipment will provide the necessary assistance.
