International Languages, Pidgins and Creoles: At the time of the Roman Empire and then much later in the Middle Ages, the
most important international language (sometimes referred to as a lingua franca) was Latin. After the Reformation and the growth of
nation states in Europe, however, Latin gradually lost its function as a means of international communication. With the increase in
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international trade and contacts in the 18th and 19th centuries the need for a new international language came to be recognised. French
was the language of diplomacy in the 19th century and English gradually became the language of international trade and commerce.
However, both French and English were for many people too closely connected with the interests of France and England, so that
several attempts were made to invent a new common language. Two of the most famous artificial languages are Volapiik (vol = world;
piik = speak), invented by the German priest Johann Martin Schleyer (1831-1912), which took its vocabulary from English, German,
French and Latin; and Esperanto (from Latin sperare = to hope), developed by the Polish-Jewish doctor, Dr. Ludwig Zamenhof, with
vocabulary largely from Romance and Germanic languages. None of the artificial languages has established itself as a world language,
but Esperanto has a relatively large number of speakers who regularly hold international conferences.

A more natural form of international language used for purposes of trade and intercultural communication in certain areas of
the world between people with no common tongue are the pidgin languages. Pidgins have few grammatical inflections and forms and
are made up of words from different languages. They allow very basic communication to take place. Pidgins can be based on any
language; the most common today are English, French and Portuguese pidgins. Sometimes, for complex reasons, a pidgin becomes
the mother tongue of a people and develops more sophisticated forms — such languages are referred to as creoles and are spoken by
a number of different language communities, in the Caribbean, for example, or on Hawaii.

The thought of taking a little peek at your neighbor’s paper may seem like the best way out of this situation. But before you do,
consider this.

ACADEMIC DISHONESTY IS NOT WORTH IT — One exam, project, or paper is not worth jeopardizing your entire college
career. What’s more, cheating on assignments means your degree will not represent any true accumulation of knowledge.

THE PENALTIES ARE SEVERE - In high school, your teacher may embarrass you in front of the class and give you a zero
on your exam, but the University takes academic dishonesty more seriously. In an average situation, a student caught cheating,
plagiarizing, or engaging in some other form of dishonesty will automatically fail the class. Serious violations will probably result in
suspension, or worse, expulsion.

It’s doubtful you can get away with it. Some professors take precautions against academic dishonesty by using extra exam
proctors, by making two or three different versions of their exams, or by checking student IDs. Also, an increasing number of students
report alleged violations to the Student Honor Council. Based on these facts, any wise person would agree that the costs involved
outweigh the “benefits”. But then again, none of us is very rational in a desperate situation. We may not be able to see that we have
other options. Take a look at some other choices you might make to avoid this situation.
